audience
who
A group of people
listen or watch a play, movie, speech etc.



placard
that
A large piece of card or paper
has a message written on it.



procession
who
A line of people
are all walking or travelling in the same direction.



spectator
who
A person
watches an activity, especially a sports event, without taking part.

carnival
when
A period of  public enjoyment and entertainment
when people wear unusual clothes, dance, and eat and drink etc.
