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Recording 1 – Training for a Marathon

WOMAN:  John, you run in marathons, don't you? 

MAN: Yes, why? Are you interested? 

WOMAN: Yeah, I think so, but I don't know the best way to train. 

MAN: Well, would you rather train by yourself or with other people? 

WOMAN: By myself, I think. I'd rather not depend on other people.  I got some good books on running from the library. 

MAN: Well, I don't think you can train by reading!  The best way to train is by doing something physical.  Why don't you try a personal trainer? 

WOMAN: That's a good idea.  Can you recommend one?

Recording 2 – Being Creative at Work

WOMAN:  So, what do you do, James? 

AN: I'm a Web-site designer. 

WOMAN: That must be interesting.

MAN: I think so. I like it because it's very creative work. 

WOMAN: Are there certain things that successful Web sites have in common? 

MAN: Well, for a Web site to be successful, it has to look attractive. 

WOMAN: You mean, it's important to have a lot of pictures?
