1. David Beckham would be unhappy with three bottles of Coke in his fridge.
TRUE – He doesn't like to have odd numbers of things so he'd hide the third bottle in a cupboard.
2. His wife, Victoria, keeps the house tidy.
FALSE – She messes up the house and he tidies it up.
3. David and Victoria Beckham argue a lot.
NOT STATED - He only says that he's tidy and she isn't.
4. Their children are well-behaved.
TRUE
5. They are planning to have a fourth child.
TRUE – He agrees they are trying for a fourth child, and although this is said partly as a joke, a fourth child has indeed been born since the interview: daughter, Harper Seven, born in 2011. 
This must leave David Beckham in a dilemma as he now has an even number of children but an odd number of daughters. Adding another daughter would result once again in an odd number of children.

To be completely happy he would have to have one more son and three more daughters - a total of eight children. This way he would have an even total number of children and even numbers of both sons and daughters.

1. How does the presenter know about David Beckham's obsession with tidiness?

2. What was Victoria Beckham concerned about before David went on the show?

She was concerned he might say something silly.
3. What sort of upbringing did David and Victoria have and how has this influenced the way they bring up their children?
They both had strict upbringings and want to bring up their children 'in the right way'. They think manners are very important.
