Last week I bought a phone that / which can send email and take photos.

We stayed in a hotel that / which  has two swimming pools and a sauna.

We stayed in a hotel that / which was only opened last month.

We went to a restaurant where the waiters wear fancy dress.

I once knew a woman whose husband was a famous singer in England.
